1. Read Luke 2 10 - 12

But the angel said to them, "Do not be afraid. I bring you good news of great joy that will be for 

all the people.

Today in the town of David a Savior has been born to you; he is Christ
 
the Lord. 

12
This will be a sign to you: You will find a baby wrapped in cloths and lying in a manger." 

 
a. Why do you think that the angel described the birth of Jesus as bringing great joy? 

b. How does your faith in Jesus bring joy in your life? 

 

2.  Read Isaiah 7:14 

Therefore the Lord himself will give you a sign: The virgin will be with child and will give birth to a 

son, and will call him Immanuel (God with us).

"Yes, it is as you say," Jesus replied. "But I 

say to all of you: In the future you will see the Son of Man sitting at the right hand of the Mighty 

One and coming on the clouds of heaven."
